In the article on the basis of systematization of a large array of multidimensional historical and legal
material place and role of the so-called indigenization policy were disclosed which were pursued by the
Party and government in order to improve inter-ethnic relations in the country in the 20s of the last
century. The participation of the the police was shown, which willingly and unwittingly take place in the
process of its implementation. In the work in line with the new historiographical traditions the previous
evaluation, process and outcomes of this work were revised critically.
