The main legal issues of gender reassignment in the Russian Federation are covered upon in the article.
Comparative legal research of the Russian law and the norms of foreign countries on this issue are
introduced in the article. The absence of provisions on terms, conditions and procedures on gender
reassignment surgery have been revealed. The legal status of persons exposed to the operation has
been defined. The concept of “transsexualism” has been examined by the author as well as the stages of
gender reassignment process, medical and legal aspects. Transgender persons’ most appropriate
mechanisms to recognize gender identity have been described.
